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WWF has long recognized that the fishpond operators’ 
management practices are essential in contributing to 
the ecological value of the Deep Bay fishpond

The management practices include: 
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complete drain down of the ponds in winter for 
harvesting so that water birds can feed on the 
non-commercial fish and shrimps; 
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regular cutting of grass along the pond bund so that 
the areas are available for roosting birds. 
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However, the increasing import of cheaply produced 
freshwater fish from Mainland China since the 
mid-1990s has led to a decline in the profitability of 
pond-fish farming around the Deep Bay. Consequently, 
many fishpond operators chose either to leave the 
industry and abandon their ponds or intensify their 
farming practices.  
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As a result, the ecological value of the fish ponds has 
been lost as the management of fish pond changed.  
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In response, WWF have been investigating ways in 
which the pond-fish farmers can be encouraged to 
continue the management of their ponds in order to 
maintain its ecological value and at the same time, its 
economic value.  
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The project aims to: 
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  raise awareness amongst the public and pond-fish 

farming community about the ecological importance 
of the fishponds in and around the Ramsar Site.  
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involve the wider community in Hong Kong to support 
the conservation in Deep Bay fishponds; 
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provide financial encouragement to the pond-fish 
farmers and encourage them to continue managing 
their fishpond in the traditional way that maintains 
their ecological value; 
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provide a valuable opportunity for the public to 
become actively involved in the management of the 
fishponds through monthly activities.
